JUNIOR DOGS

BABY PUPPY 
No 1 – Anne-Marie van Heerden’s Trotter

1st
A well presented baby puppy, black in colour with a good tight coat.  A good head with a well placed dark eye, and the ears nicely set and carried close to the skull.  The head was well set on a good reach of neck.  The shoulders were well laid back, and the top line was level and strong.  He was balanced and symmetrical and moved well.
No 3 – Barrett Roos’ Delko

2nd
A nicely presented puppy, with a good tight black coat.  The head was somewhat heavy, with a good dark eye and well placed ears.  The movement both away and back could have been better.

MINOR PUPPY – 6 – 9 MONTHS

No 8 – Justin Baty’s Kulu

1st
A well balanced puppy, black in colour with a level top line and nice tail.  The head of nice size was well set with small ears well placed.  Moved well in front and rear.

No 11 - Charisse van Rooyen’s Harley

2nd
A heavy head and dog, spoil overall balance.  Good quality black coat, somewhat short in back and with a good tail set.  Movement was quite good, with good reach and drive from the rear.  Eyes and ears well placed.
PUPPY DOG – 9 – 12 MONTHS

No 6 – Jane Pott’s Ryder

1st
No 6 and No 1 were very similar and were only separated by their movement.  No 6 showing better drive.  RESERVE JUNIOR DOG

GRADUATE DOG – 18 - 24 MONTHS

No 2 - Anne-Marie van Heerden’s Sultan

1st
A nicely balanced young dog, with a good head, dark eyes nicely set and well placed small ears.  The head was set on a good reach of neck.  The coat was short and tight.  The top line was strong, and otter tail correctly set off the spine.  Moved well front and back with good reach of drive.  BEST JUNIOR DOG

JUNIOR BITCHES

BABY PUPPY

No 39 – Jane Pott’s Spice

1st
A lovely puppy shows a lot of potential, well balanced and symmetrical, nice head, good dark eye and well set small ears, neck of good length and shoulders nicely laid back.  The movement of both fore-hand and hind-quarter was good, but somewhat loose.  Top line was strong and tail extended directly off the spine.

No 40 – Vanessa Lodge-Lowe’s Raven
2nd
A black baby puppy, somewhat long in body and high on the rump.  The head was well carried on a good reach of neck, eyes dark and ear well placed, and set close to cheeks.  The movement was somewhat loose.

PUPPY BITCH – 9 – 12 MONTHS

No 38 – Jane Pott’s Purdey

1st
Black nicely balanced and symmetrical, strong firm top line.  Nicely proportioned head, eyes dark and well placed and ears nicely set.  Moved well with particular good strong drive from the rear.  Good well set otter tail.  BEST PUPPY & RESERVE BEST JUNIOR
JUNIOR BITCH – 12 – 18 MONTHS

No 35 – Barbara Dumbrill’s Topaz

1st
Yellow with good quality coat in good condition, well balanced and symmetrical, with the head carried on a good reach of neck.  Head in proportion nice skull and strong muzzle, eyes dark and well set with ears well placed, small, and set close to cheeks.  Had a good turn of stifle and moved parallel, with reach and drive.  Really feminine in appearance. BEST JUNIOR

No 31 – Anne-Marie van Heerden’s Poplap

2nd
This young bitch was black in colour, nicely balanced, topline was strong and level, with a good tail carriage.  The head was nicely placed on a good reach of neck, and shoulders well laid back.  The eyes were dark brown and well set.  The ears were nicely placed, small and close to cheeks.

No 41 – Vanessa Lodge-Lowe’s Gracie

3rd
A chocolate bitch nicely proportioned height to length, top line was level and strong, with a fall away at the croup and tail following the fall of croup.  The head was well balanced, muzzle to skull ratio good, eyes well set, brown in colour, ears well set and lay close to cheeks.  The movement could have been better.

GRADUATE BITCH – 18 - 24 MONTHS

No 32 – Sharon Stadler’s Roxy

1st
A black bitch with a good tight coat, symmetrical, with a strong level top line and a somewhat low set tail and a little longer than preferred.  The movement both fore and hind could have been stronger.  The head was well proportioned, with a good dark eye and well placed ears set close to the cheeks.
NOVICE BITCH – ANY AGE NEVER SHOWN BEFORE

No 33 – Alex Hartley’s Pluto

1st
A strong dog, with level top line, carrying too much weight, good bone, fore legs strong and straight with a well turned stifle and good drive.  The head was well balanced, muzzle in proportion to the skull, eyes dark and deep and well set, ear placement was good, lying close to the cheeks.  Good quality coat yellow in colour.  Otter tail well set off the spine.

SENIOR DOGS

GRADUATE DOGS
No 10 – Anne Moore’s Duke

1st
Head of good length, with foreface and skull almost equal in length, divided by a well defined stop.  Eyes dark and well set, ears nice size and well placed hanging close to cheeks.  Strong level back with tail extending off the spine, good turn of stifle and moved well fore and hind.  BEST SENIOR DOG & RESERVE BEST SENIOR

SA BRED DOGS

No 4 – Sandra Farrell’s Joshua

1st Nice size of dog, well laid back shoulder, with top line level and strong, reach and drive could have been better.  The head was well proportioned with well placed eyes and well set ears, small and hanging close to the cheek.  Symetrical and balanced.

VETERAN DOGS

No 12 – Sonja Louw’s Romeo

1st
A seven and a half year old yellow dog, in very good condition, well balanced and symmetrical, with a strong level topline, good bone, the fore and hind legs showed good parallel movement, good bone and a good turn of stifle.  A nicely proportioned head, muzzle and skull almost equal in length, eyes dark and well set, and the ears were small and set close to the cheeks.

No 7 – Karen Stuart’s Chester

2nd
A ten year old dog, showing his age, and competed well, the movement was a bit slow lacking power and drive.  The top line was good strong and level with tail coming off the spine nicely.  The head was long and nicely proportioned with good dark eyes and well set ears.
SENIOR BITCHES
SA BRED

No 34 – Ruth Bots’ Maggie

1st
A good size of dog, with strong level top line, and well placed shoulders, and tail well placed.  A good head, balanced, with well set dark eyes, and good ears set close to the cheeks.  The movement was good, with good reach and good drive from the hindquarters with a nicely turned stifle.

OPEN

No 37 –Jane Pott’s Quill

1st
An athletic bitch, agile and free moving, good fore-hand reach and strong drive with well set stifle.  The top line was level, running into a good tail set.  Good balance and symmetrical.  A good head carriage on a good reach of neck.  The eyes were well placed with head and dark.  The ears were neat and carried close to the cheeks.

CHAMPION

No 36 – Jane Pott’s Dakota

1st
An outstanding bitch, balanced and symmetrical, moved very well, with good reach and drive.  The head was well proportioned, muzzle strong and deep and skull complimented the size and depth of the foreface.  The neck was strong and well arched, set on well laid back shoulders, with the top line strong and level with the tail extended off the spine.  BEST SENIOR
