PHOTOGRAPHS:
· This is the focal point of the advert and it is strongly advised you use a professional photographer – a poor quality photo will spoil your page completely.

· You must own the copyright of the photo.

· Colour photo’s can be reproduced in black and white but there must be good contrast in shading between the background and the dog.
· Photocopies of photos cannot be used.
· Please print names of the dogs and the owner on the reverse, ideally using a label as the writing may be visible on the photograph.

· SCANNED PHOTOS must be saved in PC format as a TIFF image 300dpi resolution (This has nothing to do with digital photos, but applies only to SLR photos which have been scanned or changed in Photoshop).

· DIGITAL PHOTOS must be at least 1600 pixels by 1200 pixels or better, using normal compression.  The file size will be approximately 850K at these settings for a JPEG file.
